Indoor
Use the half flush on your toilet and
save up to 36 litres a day.
Thaw your food in the fridge instead
of under running water.
Turn the tap off when brushing your
teeth or shaving.
Use a dishwasher or a part-filled sink
to wash up instead of running water.
Outdoor
Water your plants at their roots, not
their leaves, to let the water absorb
into the soil.
Don’t water if it has rained recently.
Use compost to improve your soil
health. It will then hold more water
for your plants.
